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I am Princy, from the coastal city of Trivandrum
in South India. I did my schooling in the United Arab Emirates and
India and graduated in English Language and Literature. I did my
post-graduation in Applied Linguistics, M.Phil. in Cognitive
Science, and Ph.D. in the field of English Language Teaching, all
from the University of Hyderabad in Telangana, India.

During my M.Phil., I worked on the application of eye-tracking
in reading research with a special focus on how different writing
systems/scripts are comprehended/ read.
