* Skinner: language behavior is the production of correct
respanses to stimuli through reinforcement.
* Language learning is the result of
1) imitation (word-for-ward repetition)

2) practice (repetitive manipulation of form)

3) feedback on success (positive reinforcement)
4) habit formation

* The quality and quantity of the language that the child hears, as well as the
consistency of the reinforcement offered by others in the environment, would
